
Lori Reasoner – Greater Dayton 
  

Lori Reasoner has had many accomplishments in the 16 years that she has been a Dayton WBA and WIBC 
member. She was a member of the Ohio WBA State Championship Tournament Team Actual in 1988, 
when she rolled a 708 and in 1999 when she rolled a 669.  

She has qualified for the step ladder finals five times in the Ohio WBA Queens Tournament.  She finished 
second in 1992, second in 1995, third in 1997, fourth in 2003 and fourth in 2005.  She also finished in the 
top thirty-two in 1994 and 1996.  During the 1999-2000 season, she had the high average in the state, 
which was her personal high of 230.  

Lori has maintained a 200-plus average since the 1990-91 season.  In the 2004-05 season, she had 
averages of 224 and 214.  She has rolled fourteen 300 games and has had four 800-plus series, her 
highest being an 823, which she rolled in 2001.  She has recorded 225 700 or better series. 

In the Dayton WBA Tournaments, she has compiled many titles.  She was a member of the Team 
Handicap and actual Champions in 1991, team actual 1993, Team Actual and Handicap 1995, and Team 
Actual in 1996, 1997, 1998, 1999, 2003, and 2004.  She won the All Events in 1995, Singles Actual in 
2003, and Dayton WBA Queens Tournament in 2003. 

Lori and her partner, Jeri Flemming, won the Hoinke Doubles Handicap and Actual in 1994, Hoinke 
Doubles Actual with Ron Profit in 1995 and has four titles in the women's team Scratch Series and Games 
in the Hoinke Classic.  With partner Candace Shepard, she won the Central States Tournament Scratch 
Doubles Championship in 2004. 

In 1997 she received a WIBC Two Women Team Series Award for second place with a 1500 total.  She 
was a member of the ABC/WIBC Three Player Mixed Team Series, finishing second in 1998 and first in 
1999 with a record score of 2319, which still stands.  She was also a member of the ABC/WIBC Three 
Player Mixed team Game, placing second in 1998 and again in 2000.  IN 2001 she was a member of the 
ABC/WIBC Two Player Mixed Team Series which finished second. 

Lori has been the Dayton WBA Bowler of the Year three times, 1994-95, 1996-97, 1997-98, and a 
member of the Dayton WBA All Star Team thirteen years. 

She was indicted into the Dayton WBA Hall of Fame in 2005.
