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In the very near 
future, most local 
associations will 
begin hosting their 
championship tour-
naments.  What 

does your local association do to pro-
mote your tournament?  Do you have 
flyers, posters, entries in all of your 
centers?  What else do you do to pro-
mote your championship tournament 
to encourage your membership to 
participate? 
  
I have a very strong belief in personal 
contact.  When you talk to a person 
face to face it has more of an impact 
on what you are trying to promote 
than what any flyers or posters will 
have.  όbƻǘ ǘƘŀǘ L ŘƻƴΩǘ ōŜƭƛŜǾŜ ǘƘŀǘ 
you promote with flyers and post-
ers.)  I believe that if your local asso-
ciation would make the effort to go 
into all of your leagues, in every cen-
ter, and talk to your membership to 
promote your tournament, or what-
ever activity you are trying to pro-
mote, you will have greater suc-
cess.  Most of the lower average 
bowlers think that they are not good 
enough to bowl in a tournament.  You 
need to convince them that the lower 
average bowler has as much of a 
chance in winning as a higher average 
bowler because of the handicap.      
  

I have been told by large associations 
the things I suggest to promote does 
not work for them because they have 
too many leagues and centers to visit 
each of their leagues.  If an associa-
tion is unable to visit all of their 
leagues by utilizing their lane repre-
sentatives, each board member who 
bowls should promote the activity or 
tournament in the leagues that they 
themselves bowl in.  If every board 
member would do this, it should in-
crease your participation.    
  
I have heard many times from various 
associations, both large and small, 
that they are unable sometimes to 
have enough members at their an-
nual meetings to have a quo-
rum.  Again, part of the problem may 
be that your membership is unaware 
that there is an annual meet-
ing.  Again, I suggest that you visit 
your leagues and advise them of the 
annual meeting and if unable to visit 
each league, at least inform the 
league members that each board 
member bowls in.   
  
Smaller associations definitely have 
an advantage in promoting due to the 
fact that they can visit all of their 
leagues and know their local mem-
bership and the membership knows 
the local board members.  With a lit-
tle effort on the part of the larger as-

sociations, they also can do promot-
ing with their membership. 
  
The deadline for submitting your 
Ohio USBC WBA Annual Meeting 
Delegate List is December 30, 
2010.  We hope that each association 
submits their delegate list so you will 
be able to attend and vote at the 
meeting.  We have an interesting 
weekend planned.  Barbara Arm-
stead, USBC Regional Manager, is go-
ing to be spending the weekend with 
us.  I am sure there are questions you 
would like to ask Barbara.   
  
On November 6th I had the honor of 
being inducted into the Ohio Bowling 
Hall of Fame.  This was indeed an 
honor that I will never forget and I 
was so fortunate to have representa-
tives from all four of my families 
there with me; my family members, 
members of the local association 
family, members of my church family, 
and members of my state family.  In-
deed I am a very blessed person and I 
would like to thank all of those who 
shared this thrilling experience with 
me.
